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This is our symbol for the bee-tree-violet tri-verse. Perhaps the first thing to note is 
the way that the triangular symbol is constituted as three pairs of differently 

coloured lines that cross each other at a very acute angle. If we cast our 
mind back to the violet-bee bi-verse then this is what the two crossing 

topmost lines of the tri-verse symbolise. And the same is also the 
case for the other sides of the triangle. The point is that each 

side of this triangular symbol is also the symbol of a bi-
verse. Just as the tri-verse is ‘the universe’ of its three 

constituents bee, tree and violet, so it is that each 
side is the ‘our universe’ of its two constiuents. 

In this way All the tri-versal and bi-versal 
constituents share spacetime. This is 

how different things actually overlap 
to maintain the singularity of 

understanding. The greater
